Speech Commemorating King Bhumibol Adulyadej’s 53" Birthday

December 5,2523 B.E.
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The Chitralada Royal Villa was built in 2456 B .E. in the reign of King Phra Mongkut Klao Chaoyuhua
(King Rama VI). It is in Dusit District, Bangkok, Thailand. Its area is 632,000 square meters. Ratchawithi
Road lies north of the villa; to the east is Sawankhalok Road; to the south is Si Ayutthaya Road; and to the
west is Rama V Road. It is a green palace full of trees, paddy fields, mulberry trees, gardens, and plants.

There is a moat surrounding the palace.

King Bhumibol Adulyadej made the palace a laboratory for His experiments on agriculture. When He
succeeded, He passed on the knowledge to His people. The projects include a rice field project, a renewable
energy project, an upland rice project, a Nile tilapia project, and a dairy farm project. His experiments led
to the founding of many factories, like the Suan Chitralada Dairy Factory, Suan Dusit Powdered Milk Factory,
Suan Dusit Milk Tablet Factory, Rice Barn, Fruit Juice Factory, Rice Husk Factory, and Organic Fertilizer
Factory.
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
