On August 28", 2516 B.E., while HRH Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn was a student at
Chulalongkorn University, She was allowed to travel to Kelantan, Malaysia with Her younger sister
HRH Princess Chulabhorn Krom Pha Srisavangavadhana to visit a local arts & crafts center and a
batik factory. In that same year, She represented King Rama IX, while attending the Funeral of King
Gustaf VI Adolf of Sweden between September 23 and 30", 2516 B.E. During the trip, She also

visited Brussels and London.
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HRH Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn travels internationally for work, to foster international
relationships, and learn more about the people, society, culture, and innovations & technology in
different parts of the world. She has met a lot of important people, and discussed issues with world leaders,

scholars, and experts to apply their knowledge and experience in Her work to develop Thailand.
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In Yam Dan Mangkon (Trekking in the Land of the Dragon), which was written when She

visited China for the first time, She wrote:

“I think traveling the world—both in Thailand and in other countries gives me opportunities to
study nature and society. Though our lives are short, when compared to nature - mountains, seas, and
rivers, we can live our lives to the fullest to learn and serve the society and the country we live in.
Leaving our motherland to visit other places is great because we get to see what people do to develop
their countries. I'm delighted when I’m the government’s guest because they will choose the best of
the countries for me to see, so I can learn about their attitudes and social values, which may be
compatible with those of the Thai people. We can also filter out and choose the culture that suits us
and will help us grow as a country. It’s better than staying home and blindly adopting just any old

culture or tradition without being aware of the world.”
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When HRH Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn is
free from Her Royal duties in Thailand, She sometimes
goes to visit other countries and She always researches
about the countries She will travel to before departure,
especially in the fields of politics, economy, society,
history, geography, traditions & culture, important
people She might meet, the history of the places She

is visiting, and what She wants to see.

The Royal Thai Embassy in each country provides
information, documents, books, and other media
for Her to study from. The Office of His Majesty’s
Principal Private Secretary also creates guidebooks
about diplomatic relations between Thailand and the

countries She will visit.
