She initiated the Information Technology Projects in
2538 B.E. Her target audience was rural students, the disabled, hospitalized chronically
ill children, and young prisoners under supervision of the Department of Juvenile

Observation and Protection.
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The Information Technology Project for €ducation

HRH Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn started using information technology to
develop rural education in 2538 B.E. She founded the Information Technology for Remote
School Project and donated computers and essential classroom tools to the schools. Today,
85 schools have implemented blended learning and one school in Nakhon Nayok is the
main development center. They are active in experimenting with online teaching techniques

to create useful content for rural schools.
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The Information Technology Project for the Disabled

The project aims to apply information technology in education and life skill
development so the disabled can acquire essential career skills by using computers for
edutainment, self-directed learning, and research. The research & development team works
to find the right equipment and methods to provide the disabled an access to technology.
The center for the Information Technology Project for the Disabled is at the Si Sangwan

School in Chiang Mai Province.
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The Prison Information Technology Project

This project aims to give prisoners access to technology and training
to help develop their career skills. When they are released, they can start a

career immediately and continue improving themselves.
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The Information Technology Project for
Chronically-ill Children

This project was established to assist chronically ill children who need regular
hospital treatments and thus miss time at school. The children learn through fun,

interactive computer programs, which suit their learning ability and grade levels.

HRH Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn uses
information technology to promote Thai culture online
in 77 provinces. The Ministry of Culture administers

this project.

On February 12", 2547 B.E., HRH Princess
Maha Chakri Sirindhorn shared how She used

information technology for research & development:

“Information technology, if used appropriately,
is a powerful tool to empower individuals, communi-
ties, and society. It allows us to access an unlimited
pool of information. Knowledge is an important factor
in developing Thailand because it increases career
opportunities, incomes, and the capacity of individuals
to develop themselves, their community, and their

country.

However, technology alone cannot bring about
positive changes if people do not know how to use it
appropriately. If we lack information technology or if
the people are not ready for it because of economic
constraints or socioeconomic status - we will not get
anywhere and cannot be successful. Therefore, balance
and readiness are key to development. We need to
consider every aspect of development to enhance
readiness and reduce constraints so the people can

make the most of information technology.”
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
