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1. The Saijaithai Foundation...
A Golden Thread of Mercy

The Saijaithai Foundation under Royal Patronage was initiated by His
Majesty King Rama IX, Bhumibol Adulyadej. He was concerned for veterans who
devoted their lives to protect the country. Oftentimes they had been injured or
disabled. King Rama IX appointed Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri
Sirindhorn President of the Sai Jai Thai Foundation. She was chosen for Her

kindness, generosity, and empathy.
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Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn spoke about the history of the Saijaithai Foundation under Royal

Patronage:

“Before the founding of the Saijaithai Foundation, Her Majesty Queen Sirikit
was concerned about the wellbeing of the soldiers, police officers, and volunteers who
became disabled fighting for the Country. Their disability was a barrier to employment;
they could not support themselves and their families. Her Majesty Queen Sirikit created
a foundation to give financial support to the people who devoted their lives to protect the

Country to show appreciation for what they had done.

The foundation gave financial support to soldiers, police officers, civil servants,
and volunteers who needed help. The money went to the families of the deceased and the
injured. Disabled persons received monthly financial assistance. The foundation did not
leave these people behind. They were given financial support from the Saijaithai Foundation
and the Royal Thai Government. They were pleased their devotion was greatly appreciated.
They also served as role models for others. The Saijaithai Foundation received donations
from the Thai people. When the Thai people made donations to help one another, a sense

of unity was created. People felt more responsible for helping those in need.”
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Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn believed giving money to disabled
soldiers, police officers, and volunteers would not make them proud or secure. Thus, the
Saijaithai Foundation sought to offer training opportunities to these people, so they could have
a sustainable source of income to permanently support themselves and their families. The
Saijaithai foundation founded the Career Training Unit in 1980. The first training was on bag
making. Later, the Career Training Unit delivered 6 workshops on leatherwork, glasswork,

coloring, stitching, carpentry, and hydroponics at Suan Saijaithai.
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Saijaithai Foundation Member Benefits
Members of the Saijaithai foundation receive lifetime support from the

foundation. There are many benefits in addition to the monthly financial assistance.
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1. Prosthetics
Disabled members can receive prosthetics from Phramongkutklao Hospital, Veterans General

Hospital, and other hospitals run by the Royal Thai Government.
