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Children—the Center of Development

Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn
initiated many Royal Development Projects which have been
recognized internationally for their success. She prioritizes
developing the quality of life of children and youth. She
collaborates with international organizations including
the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural
Organization (UNESCO), World Food Forum, and the
United Nations Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO).
Her goal is to improve the wellbeing of the Thai people and
to create peace in Asia.

The Royal Development Projects aim to improve the
quality of life of children and youth and have expanded into
the Lao People’s Democratic Republic, Republic of the Union
of Myanmar, Kingdom of Cambodia, Socialist Republic of
Vietnam, Mongolia, the Kingdom of Bhutan, People’s
Republic of Bangladesh, and the Democratic Republic of
Timor-Leste. The Royal Projects have proved successful in
creating opportunities for underprivileged children to access

to education and a better quality of life.
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The Lao People’s Democratic Republic

In 1990, Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn visited the Lao People’s
Democratic Republic. Thai people living there donated 200,000 Baht to Her to spend on
charity. She gave the money to the Lao People’s Democratic Republic Government to build
the Orphanage Culture School (Km 67) of Vientiane. She also suggested the government spend
the money to improve the wellbeing of the students. In 2006, She initiated the construction of
15 more schools in Vientiane, Khammouane, Oudomxay, Houaphanh, Sekong, and Attapeu.
Thesel5 schools have 3,497 students in total. Among the 15 additional schools built, 4 are

schools for hill tribe people, 9 are primary schools, and 2 are secondary schools.
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The goal of the Royal Development Projects in the Lao People’s Democratic Republic is to promote
child good nutrition and hygiene. Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn visits Laos every
year to follow the progress of the Royal Development Projects. She also gave the Lao People’s Demo-
cratic Republic Government agricultural tools, seeds, animals, and helped them establish irrigation systems.
She encouraged them to organize teacher training programs to maximize the potential of teachers. For
example, workshops were held regarding how to promote nutrition and hygiene and use technology
in the classroom. The 15 schools built by Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn have

become model schools that other schools and institutions can visit to study class management.
