Food banks are helpful during times of economic recession. Food banks also may
help to sustainably manage food waste. The first food bank, St. Mary’s Food Bank,
was founded in 1967 in the United States. Later, food banks were founded in other
countries, too. In Europe, the first food bank was founded in Paris in 1984. During
the 2007-2008 economic recession, food banks expanded because people lost their

jobs and could not afford to buy food.
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The main reasons people go to food banks
are increased costs of living, unemployment,
and economic recession. Marginalized groups
