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From Farmers to Artisans

Since the beginning of the reign of His Majesty King Bhumibol, Her Majesty
Queen Sirikit accompanied Him to visit the Thai people in every region of Thailand.
They experienced local wisdom and knowledge through the arts and crafts the
people made. They appreciated the craftsmanship and the love of arts of the
Thai people. In 1976, Her Majesty Queen Sirikit established the Foundation for
the Promotion of Supplementary Occupation and Related Techniques under
Her Royal Patronage to encourage people to make arts and crafts for sale.
These people earn extra income from selling arts and crafts. The foundation
ensures the skills, techniques, and knowledge associated with arts and crafts,

which almost disappeared from Thailand, are preserved.
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In 1978, HM Queen Sirikit established an occupational training center

in Suan Chitralada. The center provided training sessions for poor farmers
who did not own farmland. The farmers attended the arts and crafts workshops
which were run by arts experts and local artisans. Before the training, the
farmers did not have skills in arts and crafts, but the school trained them to
become the “Queen Sirikit Institute’s craftspeople”. Their lives have changed
due to Her Majesty Queen Sirikit’s vision and determination to improve the
quality of life for Her people. This was clearly expressed in Her birthday
speech at Dusidalai Hall of Suan Chitralada on August llth, 2007.
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“These people are children of the poorest farmers. I considered which families needed help the
most. I usually picked the poorest families with the most children. These families could not
support themselves. They stayed in the old buildings of the Royal Palace, where Royal family

members used to live. They stayed there and came to Suan Chitralada to attend the workshops.”
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
